20.167.1 Report from C Cllr Hicks for December which was sent ahead of the meeting. 

Key points:
· Current infection rates and pressure on hospitals has put Suffolk in Tier 2

· Home but not Alone free phone line is up and running again.

C Cllr Hicks confirmed that he has approved money for yellow backgrounds to be placed on all 30mph signs in the village.
The faded white lines will be inspected and renewed if they meet the criteria as part of the maintenance plan, if they do not C Cllr Hicks will pay for the renewal from his Highways budget.
Highways are also looking at the signage for Clockhouse Lane/Church Lane with regard to HGV’s.

Gates have been erected on the Lambeth Way side of the play area. Need to send letter to G E O Construction and Building solutions and Paul Whinney who gave materials and time for free.
